ALL Livestock trailers must be parked in
designated area only! Exhibitor must furnish all bedding. Animals must arrive between 11 AM - 5 PM  Monday, July
21st. Dairy Cattle judging starts at 9:00 AM, Tuesday, July 22nd. All cattle must be bonafide property of the exhibitor
at time of making entry. All cattle entered, except where otherwise specified, must be eligible to registry in a
recognized Herd Book. Exhibitors must furnish certificate registry for animals over one year of age and also
certificate of transfer when not bred by exhibitor if required to do so by Superintendent. No animals shall be shown
in more than one section except classes for Get-of-Sire, Produce of Dam and Special Classes. Any animal shown in
a group class must also be shown in an age/breed class. Any registered, eligible 4-H may show in the open classes.
Animals may be shown for both single and herd premiums. When only one exhibitor in any class makes an entry,
only one money will be awarded with the right reserved to award premium according to the merit of the animal
shown. No animals shall be removed until Saturday, July 26, 2008 at 8:00 p.m. Premium money will be forfeited if
livestock is removed before that time. ALL ANIMALS WILL DEPART FROM WEST END OF THE BARN. All cattle
exhibited will only be allowed to show in the section in which their breed is listed. Placing ribbons awarded through
3rd place only. Fair not responsible for lost, stolen or damaged articles, prior to, during or after the fair.
